GUIDELINES FOR THE AUTHORS SUBMITTING ARTICLES TO BE PRINTED IN 
A PEER-REVIEWED JOURNAL 
„Environmental protection and natural resources”
 (Ochrona środowiska i zasobów naturalnych)
1. The article with an abstract for printing:
· the article with its abstract should be not longer than 8 pages (A-4 format) including tables, figures etc., and the abstract – app. ½ page (A-4 format);
· please follow the following layout of the page:

· intend the paragraphs: 4 points from the left margin,

· use WORD, Times New Roman CE font, 12 point size, 

· all margins are 2.5 cm,
· 1.5 line space between the lines,
· in the article titles and subtitles should be numeric;
· key words connected with the content of the paper should be placed before the abstract;
· the abstract should be placed after the key words, in the same style as an article; 
· foot references (8 point font) should be numbered consecutively at the bottom of the page concerned;  
· a Statement of Originality (a signed declaration that a manuscript is original and unpublished elsewhere) should be submitted with the article; 

· at the end of the articles, after the Reference listing a note about the Author or Authors should be given i.e. name and surname, professional/academic title, place of employment along with full mail and e-mail contact data;
· the article and abstract should be written in English.

2. Mathematical and physical formulas:

· should be written with an ordinary letter type, centered, numbered in the order of appearance;
· after the phrase „where” under the formula: placed at the left margin of the page, an explanation of all of the symbols used in the formula and then the units of measures, e.g.: mg/l or mg∙l-1, l/ha.s or l∙(ha∙s)-1 should be given.
Important! Please, do not replace round brackets with slashes; please write ranges of values without spaces, e.g. 1.5–3.2. 

3. Illustrations (figures, photographs, schemes, diagrams):

· should be in black and white;
· should be placed in numerical order within each article;

· all symbols/parameters should be explained, next their units should be given e.g.: %, cm, mg, µm.
Important! The titles below the illustrations should be written with the use of the letter font 10 point size.

4.  Tables:

· should be put in numerical order within the article and number of the table prior to its title;

· the titles of the tables cannot be the same as the table heads;

· symbols used in the tables should be explained in each table footnote;
· a uniform format for all tables in the manuscript should be used;
· tables should not include gaps and if needed gaps should be filled in as follows:
· „–” – no occurrence,
· „∙”  –  lack of  data or lack of reliable information, 

· „x” –  data does not fit table format or is meaningless.
5. If applicable reference citations should be placed under figures or tables.
6. Results and summary – each article should include results and summary at the end of it.
7. References:

· the list of References should have a uniform format;
· at the end of the article the titles of the cited literature should be given in an alphabetical order in accordance with the names of the Authors e.g.:
· for books and parts of books:
